We will work on 
fun short exercises that will help your dog be more focused on you and agility. All levels of dogs will benefit from this workshop 

Afternoon Seminar (1-4 PM):  “FOUNDATION FOR DISTANCE” This seminar will focus on the foundation skills 
necessary to be successful working away from your dog. Whether it is 10 feet or 100 feet, strong foundation skills are imperative for 
good distance control. Topics: Directionals (GO, HERE, SWITCH, OUT, IN), discriminations and other foundation skills as well 
understanding the importance of being crisp, clear, calm and consistent with your handling while pushing for distance.   All levels of 
teams are welcome - beginner teams that need to learn these skills and more advanced teams that need a "tune-up" or would like to 
push for more distance.
